<> This is the time Satan will be removed from influencing mankind and sealed in the
bottomless pit. [Revelation 20:1-3]

< The sea is a reference to the masses of humanity called many waters. [Revelation 17:1-2, 15]

< All are welcome to come to Yahweh to make peace. This is an invitation to whosoever

will may come. [Revelation 22:17]

the face of the world with fruit. [Isaiah 27:6]
< Those who respond to the invitation of the Lord will be established in His Kingdom.
<> Israel will blossom and bud, the fruitful abundance of the land of Israel will fill the world

with fruit.
% Has He struck Israel as He struck those who struck him? Or has He been slain according to
the slaughter of those who were slain by Him? In measure, by sending it away, You
contended with it. He removes it by His rough wind In the day of the east wind. [Isaiah 27:7-8]
<> Yahweh has destroyed all the nations that came against Isracl when the Lord punished
Israel for their sins and scattered them among the nations, yet Israel has retained its
identity.

< Yahweh had said, "For I am with you,' says Yahweh (the Lord), 'to save you;
Though I make a full end of all nations where I have scattered you, Yet I will not make a
complete end of you. But I will correct you in justice, And will not let you go altogether
unpunished.' [Jeremiah 30:11 NKJV]

< This promise Yahweh has faithfully fulfilled, The Lord still has a remnant of the Children
of Israel and some of them are now back in the land of Israel.

% Therefore by this the iniquity of Jacob will be covered; And this is all the fruit of taking away
his sin: When he makes all the stones of the altar Like chalkstones that are beaten to dust,
Wooden images and incense altars shall not stand.

Yet the fortified city will be desolate, The habitation forsaken and left like a wilderness;

<> Isaiah wrote before the northern kingdom of Israel was carried away by the Assyrians and
the southern kingdom of Judah were carried away by Babylon for seventy years.

< Judah's final fall when they were driven from their land and scattered throughout the
kingdoms of the earth came about seventy years after Christ.

< The Promised Land was left desolate and the fortified cities were left in ruins just as here
described.

<> When the time for their punishment came, Yahweh did not show them any mercy or favor
because they had proven themselves to be a people of no understanding. The same can be
said of most of them to this day.

< Yet by this Yahweh counts it all to provide a covering for their iniquity as a nation.

< Yahweh has once again rebuked idolatry in Israel as He did in Egypt at the time of the
Exodus.

And it shall come to pass in that day That the Lord will thresh, From the channel of the

River to the Brook of Egypt; And you will be gathered one by one, O you children of Israel.

So it shall be in that day: The great trumpet will be blown; They will come, who are about to

perish in the land of Assyria, And they who are outcasts in the land of Egypt, And shall

worship the Lord in the holy mount at Jerusalem.

< At the time of the Kingdom, Yahweh will purge away all evil from the earth and will
gather the people of Israel back to their own land one by one or individually from all the
lands to which they were scattered.

< The great trumpet will be blown, reminiscent of the sound of the trumpet at Mount Sinai
when Yahweh gave the Law to the Children of Israel. [Exodus 19:19]

< "Who are about to perish" speaks of the danger to Jews in Islamic nations today which will
increase as the time of the end draws nearer.

< When Yahwebh is visibly reigning in Jerusalem as King of kings and Lord of lords in the
person of Messiah Yeshua during the Kingdom age, the people will come and worship the
Lord in the holy mount Zion at Jerusalem.
