35:6-7]   
� God demonstrates His recognition of a holy and righteous nation by providing water so the 

Land of Promise may abundantly yield its full produce.  [Leviticus 6:3-4, Deuteronomy 11:8-15, 28:9-

14]   
� Every thing that is called "nature" is fully controlled by El Shaday and He rewards 

righteousness with favorable weather and resources.   

� He also responds with adverse conditions when a nation turns from righteousness by 

perverting the laws of right and wrong which are clearly spelled out in His Law given to 

Moses.   

Highway of Holiness

population is made up of the Saints of Yahweh, there will be no evil persons to walk the 

Highway of Holiness.  [Daniel 7:27]   

� During the Rod of Iron Kingdom, the laws of God will be held in honor by all.  [Isaiah 42:21]   

� It will be mandatory for everyone to follow.  [Isaiah 30:20-21]   

� The Law will be strictly enforced in true righteous justice.  [Isaiah 11:1-5, 16:5, Jeremiah 23:5-6]   

� Righteousness will result in universal peace for both mankind and animal life.  [Isaiah 11:6-9, 
65:18-25, Micah 4:3, Isaiah 2:4-5]   

Rejoicing in Zion
