< Egypt and Edom will be made desolate because of their violence against God's People.
God will exonerate Judah and Jerusalem — They will abide forever [Joel 3:20-21]
< The greatest blessing of the Kingdom age is the fact that Yahweh will forgive our sins and
grant us His righteousness.
< Yahweh promised that Judah will abide forever, and Jerusalem from generation to
generation.
< Yahweh has not cast away His people forever, but has punished them for a season.
